GROUND SNOWLOAD -  Table R301.2(5) is NOT accurate. Each local jurisdiction can determine this number with best available local data. Beckley and Raleigh County have established 30 psf as roof snow load minimum design criteria. This 

coincides with the Beckley-Raleigh County established “live load” minimum of 30 psf.  Recommend you also specify and include the live load minimum in your local adopting ordinance for the design professional and contractor convenience and clarification. 
WIND SPEED – Figure R301.2(4) Page 30. The entire state is 90 mph.
SESMIC DESIGN CATEGORY - Figure R301.2(2) Page 26. Entire state “C”

WEATHERING -  Figure R301.2(3). Entire state “Severe”. Minimum compressive strength: basement walls & slabs, interior slabs on grade,  foundations – 2500 psi  ;
basement, foundation exterior walls, vertical expos concrete – 3000 psi; porches,

carport slabs, garage floors, exposed steps – 3500 psi. Table R402.2

FROST LINE DEPTH – Local jurisdiction determination. Beckley-Raleigh County

has established 24 inch minimum footer depth. Water and/or sewer line depth may be used.

TERMITE INFESTATION PROBABILITY – Entire state “Moderate to Heavy”,
Figure R301.2(6).

DECAY PROBABILITY – Entire state “Slight to Moderate”. Figure R301.2(7) 
WINTER DESIGN TEMPERATURE – Appendix D, IPC/2003, Page 108. Four choices: Charleston and Parkersburg areas  - 11 degrees; Huntington area - 10 degrees; Elkins area -  6 degrees .

ICE SHIELD UNDERLAYMENT – Local jurisdiction option. If there is a history of local damage from the effects of ice damming or your local airport verifies an average January temperature of 25 degrees or lower, enter “YES”.

FLOOD HAZARDS – Enter the date of your jurisdiction’s entry into the National Flood Insurance Program by local ordinance adoption and the date of the currently effective FIRM Map.

AIR FREEZING INDEX – Use Figure R403.3.(2), IRC page 75, which is 500 for all the state except Preston, Tucker, Randolph and higher elevations of Greenbrier Co.’s which are 1000; or the 100 year value (99%), National Climatic Data Center, Air Freezing Index at www.ncdc.noaa.gov/fpsf.html.
